Wescott Branch Report – Amanda Feist
Amanda’s update:  
· Wescott is well used; there were approximately 360,000 visitors last year.

· Summer Discovery Reading program enrolled 2,356 pre-readers and readers; with an increase of 40 teens. 

· The Library’s Youth Leadership Program has some teens who are interested in helping at the book sale.
· Home School Science Series, sponsored by the Friends: The Saturday sessions have not been as well attended.  There will be fewer Saturday sessions this season.
· An 8mm film converter has been donated to the iLab.
· The Children’s area: December through Spring the area will be painted, carpeted and new exhibits installed.
· Discussion with the Board about Children’s exhibits being studied/reviewed; and funding of the exhibits by the Library System and the Friends.  (Discussion continued on-line, after the meeting, with an on-line vote.) The exhibits are expected to be in use 10 years.
